Meeting Minutes

Welcome, Introductions, and Agenda Review
The August 2, 2023 Meeting Agenda was approved by attending FPC members.

Mark Kelly, Albuquerque Bernalillo County Water Utility Authority (ABCWUA), opened discussion on a
potential opportunity. On August 1, 2023, the ABCWUA met with Senator Antonio "Moe" Maestas who is
interested in funding an HR project along the Rio Grande bosque in the Albuquerque area. There is potential
for funding a project related to endangered species. The desired geographic location of the project is unclear.
Senator Maestas will be discussing this funding opportunity at the next legislative session. Project ideas must
be submitted quickly to capitalize on the funding opportunity in time for the next legislative session.

Multiple signatories, including City of Albuquerque (CoA), U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE), and New
Mexico Interstate Stream Commission (NMISC), were interested in meeting Senator Maestas to discuss
project opportunities. Senator Maestas will be invited to the next HR Coordination Group Field Trip to the
Candelaria Nature Preserve on August 22", After the field trip, interested folks are invited to join a lunch
meeting to discuss potential project recommendations for Senator Maestas.

Ryan Gronewold, USACE, opened discussion on the Sandia-to-Isleta project, for which USACE is seeking a cost
share partner for construction. The cost share estimate is $50 million. Other signatories are interested in
potential partnership but would like more information. The USACE will convene a meeting to discuss the
Sandia-to-Isleta project with potential partners (Middle Rio Grande Conservancy District (MRGCD), NMISC,
ABCWUA, U.S. Bureau of Reclamation, and CoA). This discussion may inform project recommendations for
Senator Maestas. Ryan G. requested clarification on land ownership at the Sandia-to-Isleta project meeting.
Anne Marken, MRGCD, is best equipped to address this question, and will be invited to the meeting.

April 2023 Meeting Summary
Updates on action items from the April 18, 2023 FPC meeting are provided below:

e The Biennial Schedule was revised based on FPC feedback and approved at the June 29, 2023
Executive Committee (EC) meeting.
e Alist of Program Portal funding options was provided to the FPC. No comments were received.
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e The FPCand EC provided missing funding opportunities for the Funding Opportunities Matrix.
The PST will continue to update it. The matrix will be added to the Program Portal in a form that
is filterable rather than static.

e The non-federal signatories provided a letter of support to U.S. Congress for additional funding
for USACE's fiscal year 2024 budget. A response was received from Senator Heinrich’s office.

e The FPC will table development of standard language for proposals and focus on writing a
proposal for a specific funding opportunity, such as the America the Beautiful funding
opportunity.

e The Program Portal was added to the USACE FY23 Work Plan.

The draft April 18, 2023 FPC Meeting Minutes were approved by attending FPC members.

Update on the Funding Opportunities Matrix and Graphic

The PST opened discussion on using the Funding Opportunities Matrix to inform outcomes of the
Climate Futures Planning Workshop. The workshop is intended to produce a list of well-formulated
research or project ideas related to endangered species habitat and focused on climate resilience.
Workshop participants will also identify organizations that should participate in each research or project
idea and their roles. The final piece remaining is to connect the ideas to funding. Post workshop, the FPC
could use the Funding Opportunities Matrix to link workshop outcomes with funding sources.

The FPC discussed the process for seeking “collaborative” funding. Larger funding sources are available
for “collaborative” projects. One organization will need to submit a proposal but can do so as a “part of
the Middle Rio Grande Endangered Species Collaborative Program (MRGESCP).” The advantage the
MRGESCP offers to a proposal include the potential for general letters of support from the EC, joint land
agreements, additional resource support from signatories, etc. Grants for large-scale projects offer the
opportunity to include activities that otherwise do not often occur, such as short- and long-term
monitoring after implementation of management strategies. This information informs future projects.

As an update to the Climate Futures Planning Workshop, the PST stated that the approach used is not
the only option available but was chosen based on literature. The planned activity will focus on
ecosystem functions. There is potential for projects to be carried out at the Whitfield Wildlife
Conservation Area (Whitfield) post workshop. The PST will pitch this idea to the board of the Valencia
Soil and Water Conservation District.

FPC participants asked that “federal agency” be added as an eligible recipient of funding to the Fiscal
Opportunities Matrix and the PST develop a short video tutorial on how to use the matrix.

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Integration of FPC and SAMC Efforts

The FPC and Science and Adaptive Management Committee (SAMC) are both subcommittees to the EC
and provide recommendations for EC approval. The SAMC can support recommendations with scientific
justification, but the recommendations would be more powerful if they were linked to funding sources
and potential partners. The FPC could coordinate with the SAMC to add this information to
recommendations. The FPC was in favor of developing more coordination between the FPC and SAMC.
The best time to coordinate efforts is when there is a potential proposal the MRGESCP would like to
pursue. The MRGESCP needs the processes in place to quickly choose a project for a proposal.

The Science and Adaptive Management Information System (SAMIS) stores a project list that includes
project ideas and estimated costs. “Potential partners” has not been added yet as a field. The SAMC is
developing an evaluation criteria to prioritize the project list. USACE is heavily involved in developing the
criteria as it has specific needs related to picking projects. Once the criteria are functional for USACE, the
SAMC will ensure it works for all signatories.

Ryan G. and Aubrey Harris, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, both attend the FPC and SAMC meetings. They
may be able to serve as liaisons between the committees. Memos for the EC will be written jointly and
signed by the chairs of both committees.

America the Beautiful Challenge Funding
Anne Marken, MRGCD, has stated that MRGCD is not willing to take on proposing for the America the
Beautiful Challenge funding for 2024. MRGCD will be more prepared to propose in 2025.

There are some activities in 2024 that could improve the success of the 2025 proposal. The MRGESCP
may be able to test strategies coming out of the Climate Futures Planning Workshop at Whitfield and
those ideas could be included in the proposal as collaboratively-developed and experimentally-tested
strategies. Whitfield is also interested in pursuing grants and could leverage the involvement of the
MRGESCP.

The PST will ask for permission to host a field trip to Whitfield prior to the Climate Futures Planning
Workshop.

Program Portal Funding Options

USACE verified that funding for the Program Portal will carry over from 2023 through January 2025.
USACE is not certain of funding past that time. The FPC and EC will need to develop a plan for funding
post January 2025.

The PST sought clarification from U.S. Geological Survey (USGS), the Program Portal developers, on
funding options. USGS indicated they would be able to take money from a private entity. There may be a
caveat that USGS can only take money on behalf of a public interest. Further clarification is needed.
USGS would prefer not to take money from multiple entities on the same contract.

The FPC will draft a memo on funding options for the EC.
